Q How can I avoid the long lines at the registration 
desk on the ! rst day?
A  Pay in advance! When paid in full, you can 
go to the “super express” lane and zip right 
through! Registration begins thirty minutes 
before Camp. 

Q What’s for lunch?
A  Cool stuff! I mean hot 
stuff—prepared fresh dai ly 
in our own res tau rant. Menu items in clude 
a va ri ety of  kids’ fa vor ites. A menu for the 
summer is posted on the website. If  you don’t 
like what we’re serv ing on any par tic u lar day 
…you're welcome to pack a lunch.

Q How are campers grouped?
A  We eval u ate students on the " rst morning 
in all of our Camps. Campers are placed with 
stu dents of  sim i lar age and abil i ties. We also 
strive to main tain friend ship as so ci a tions if  
appropriate.

Q Why have I not re ceived writ ten con ! r  ma tion that 
my camp application has been received?
A  We will send mail con fir ma tions in the 
middle of May and later in June. Con" rmations 
Please feel free to call if you want to con " r m 
your registration. 

Q How can I keep track of  all my belongings?
A  Put everything in a backpack or bag and 
clear ly label all be long ings with a per ma nent 
marker.. We have an en grav er on site to per ma -
nent ly mark racquets. Pee Wee’s are pro vid ed 
with ‘cubbies’ for stor age. Tennis and All Sports 
Camp ers keep their bags with them. 

Q Is camp safe?
A  In our many years in the camp business, 
safe ty has been our first pri or i ty. The low 
stu dent to instructor ra tios al-
 low for close su per vi sion and 
con trol of  our camp ers — in 
ad di tion to pro vid ing a health-
 i er and more pro duc tive learn-
 ing en vi ron ment. In ad di tion to our Camp 
per son nel, the pool is per ma nent ly staffed with 
two certi" ed lifeguards. 

Q What should I bring to Camp the ! rst day?
A  Camp essentials in clude a hat, swim suit, tow-
 el, and plen ty of wa ter proof  sun screen. Bring 
your own wa ter bot tle. Dress appropriately for 
sports ...no # ip-# ops. Put all be long ings into a 
sports bag or back pack. Don't have a racquet? 
No problem, loan ers are avail able in all Camps.

Q How do campers survive the 
Tuc son sum mer heat?
A  Creative scheduling! 
$Pee Wee$ ten nis and 
basketball (outside) are 
scheduled in the cool ear ly 
morn ing hours. Lat er $Pee 
Wee$ ac tiv i ties are ei ther in doors or in the pool. 
$All Sports$ ac tiv i ties are ro tat ed ev ery for ty-
" ve min utes. Sports are cre ative ly switched 
be tween “cool-off” sports (swim ming, mar tial 
arts, vol ley ball, rac quet ball) and out door sports 
(ten nis and bas ket ball). We sched ule Gatorade 
breaks, in sist on hats and sun screen, and keep a 
watch ful eye for po ten tial prob lems. Lunch is a 
full one hour of  $cool-down$ and re lax ation.
