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Q How can I avoid the long lines at the registration desk
on the first day?
A Pay in advance! When paid in full, you can go
to the “super express” lane and zip right
through! Registration begins thirty minutes be-
fore Camp.

Q What’s for lunch?
A Cool stuff ! I mean hot
stuff—prepared fresh daily
in our own restaurant. Menu items include a
variety of kids’ favorites. A menu for the week
is posted each Monday at registration. If  you
don’t like what we’re serving on any particular
day… bring something from home.

Q How are campers grouped?
A We evaluate students on the first morning
of  all our Camps. Campers are placed with stu-
dents of similar age and abilities. We also strive
to maintain friendship associations when ap-
propriate.

Q Why have I not received written confirmation that my
camp application has been received?
A Please feel free to call if you want to confirm
your registration. We will send confirmations
in the middle of May and later in June.

Q How can I keep track of all my belongings during
camp?
A Put everything in a backpack or bag and clearly
label all belongings with a permanent marker..
We have an engraver on site to permanently
mark racquets. Pee Wee’s are provided with
‘cubbies’ for storage. Tennis and All Sports
Campers keep their bags with them.

Q Is camp safe?
A In our many years in the camp business, safety
has been our first priority. The low stu-
dent to instructor ratios allow
for close supervision and con-
trol of our campers — in addi-
tion to providing a healthier and
more productive learning envi-
ronment. In addition to our Camp
personnel, the pool is permanently staffed with
two certified lifeguards.

Q What should I bring to Camp the first day?
A Camp essentials include a hat, swimsuit,
towel, and plenty of waterproof sunscreen.
Your own water bottle would be an environ-
mentally agreeable option. Put all belongings
into a sports bag or backpack. All Sport Camp-
ers, if you have a tennis or racquetball racquet,
bring it with you. Do you have protective
goggles for racquetball? Loaners are available
in all Camps for every sport.

Q How do campers survive the
Tucson summer?
A Creative scheduling! Pee
Wee tennis is during the
cool early morning hours.
Later Pee Wee activities are
either indoors or in the
pool. All Sports activities
are rotated every forty-five minutes.  Sports are
creatively switched between “cool-off ”  sports
(swimming, martial arts, volleyball, racquetball)
and outdoor sports (tennis and basketball). We
schedule Gatorade breaks, insist on hats and
sunscreen, and keep a watchful eye out for po-
tential problems. Lunch is a full one hour pe-
riod of cool-down and relaxation.
